Podiatry Clinic
Dr Pownall continues to maintain his 
special interest in equine podiatry. 
To facilitate working on cases, we 
are shifting the podiatry clinic to 
the Campbellville location. As this 
is Dr Pownall’s “base station”, his 
availability for consultations, work-
ups, and shoeing will be much greater. 

We will continue to hold farrier days, 
where local horseshoeing professionals 
are invited for an afternoon of case 
demonstrations and discussion.

Dentistry
Dr. Michelle Courtemanche 
(Campbellville) and Dr. Kristin 
Buchanan (Millbrook) recently 
completed an in depth equine 
dentistry course in Gainesville, FL.   
By participating in this specialized 
training Drs. Courtemanche and 
Buchanan hope to develop the dental 
services offered by MPES at all of 

our clinics.  The course presented 
the most up to date information and 
techniques for caring for your horses’ 
mouths as part of your annual health 
care program.  These skills will be 
shared with all of Mckee-Pownall’s 
vets in order to offer consistently 
thorough routine dental care for 
all of our patients.  For horses with 
special dental concerns internal 
referral is now available.  Remember 
that older horses may require more 
frequent dental exams to maximize 
the efficiency of the teeth they have 
left and cater their feeding program to 
their individual needs.

Good dental care involves removing 
routine sharp enamel points, 
understanding the equine mouth 
as it develops and ages, appropriate 
handling of special problems, and 
leaving your horse with a functional 
mouth.  A proper and thorough 
dental exam requires sedation and 
a full mouth speculum with a good 
light.  Remember that only a licensed 
veterinarian is legally allowed to 
perform equine dentistry in Ontario.

MPES (like most North American 
vets specializing in dentistry) uses 
power dentistry on all horses.  In the 
hands of our trained professionals 
power equipment is safe, effective and 
efficient, minimizing stress to your 
horse.  We are currently in the process 
of updating our dental tools so that 
we can provide your horses with the 
best care possible.  Please contact your 
local MPES clinic to inquire about 
our dentistry services.  For our out 
of town clients, horses can always be 
shipped in for dental care or we may 
be able to send a vet to your area for 
a large enough group.  As always, we 
are committed to staying current and 
well equipped while educating you on 
what you can do to get the most out of 
your horses.  

Continuing Education
Our veterinarians have been busy 
attending courses and seminars to 
continue updating their knowledge of 
equine veterinary medicine.

In March, Dr. Elisha Dickinson 
attended a seminar on the harvesting 
and injection of bone marrow-derived 
stem cells for ligament and tendon 
injuries.  There was also an overview 
of ligament/tendon injuries, the 
pathophysiology of injury, and an 
evaluation of traditional treatments. 
In July, Dr. Dickinison also attended 
the Hambletonian seminar, consisting 
of labs and lectures including Stem 
cell therapies, Equine Ophthalmology, 
Feeding the horse with metabolic 
syndrome, Shockwave, and Intra-
articular therapies.  

In October, Dr. Courtemanche and 
Dr. Buchanan attended an in-depth 
dentistry course in Florida. 

In November, Dr. Pownall will be 
attending a course with Dr. Benoit, 
a leading-edge veterinarian from 
France. Dr. Benoit is at the forefront 
of bringing new technologies, 
treatment and imaging for the  
sport horse.

Coming up in December, Dr’s 
Pownall, McKee, Turner and 
Courtemanche will be at the 
American Association of Equine 
Practitioners Annual Convention in 
San Diego. Presented at this year’s 
convention will be in-depth sessions 
on a broad range of conditions 
and cutting-edge veterinary issues. 
Dr. Pownall was also asked to be a 
member of the education committee 
of the AAEP.
